	cell wall
	only in plant cells - shape and protect
“Supporter and Protector”
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	cell membrane
	hold and protect - control what substances come into and out of the cell like an entrance
“Gate of the Cell”
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	cytoplasm
	watery, gel-like material in which cell parts move and cell activities take place - hallways of the mall where people move
“Area of Movement”
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	mitochondria
	produce most of the energy for the cell

“Powerhouse of the Cell”
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	chloroplast
	only in plant cells - contain chlorophyll, which captures energy from sunlight and uses it to produce food for the cell

“Food Producers”
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	vacuoles
	store food, water, and chemicals - water tank and pipes of the mall, which store water (large in plant cells)
“Storage Tanks”
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	nucleus
	regulate and control cell activities, acting like the “brain” of the cell - like the mall office

“Control Center”
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	nuclear membrane
	protects the nucleus and also allow substances to pass in and out of the nucleus -  like the main office walls of the mall and its entrance
“Gate of the Nucleus”
