live entirely in water - breathe underwater (using gills)
lay eggs
cold blooded

	Reptiles
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have dry skins and scales 
live mainly on land  -

lay eggs on land
cold blooded

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	4 -Quaternary consumers (eat tertiary consumers): wolves, sharks, coyotes, hawks, bobcats, etc.
3 -Tertiary consumers (eat secondary consumers): snakes, raccoons, foxes, fish, etc.
2 -Secondary consumers (eat primary consumers): frogs, small fish, krill, spiders, etc.
1 -Primary consumers (eat primary producers): cows, rabbits, tadpoles, ants, zooplankton, mice, etc.
